Dear KZV Kindergarten-Eighth Grade Parents; New and Returning Families, 
 

Thank you so much for deciding on KZV as the preferred educational choice for the future of your children. In many 
ways the biggest challenge the academic year 2009-2010 has in store for us is the economic one.  
 
Given this predicament, not until the KZV Administration and School Board succeed at increasing student enrollment, and not 
until larger sums of money are brought into the school’s coffers, through fundraising and grant-writing efforts, could this challenge 
be overcome. In the interim, however, beginning with the next academic year, we must take a series of necessary steps to ensure 
the financial stability of our school.  
 
Obviously, whenever budgets are cut certain educational compromises need to be made, our current situation not being an 
exception to the rule. Yet, not all compromises are synonymous with weakness, some, in fact, could and do translate into situations 
of strength, as you will notice with several of the changes in our schedule for next year. 
 
The key purpose of this letter is to keep you, the mainstay as well as the beneficiaries of KZV’s financial well-being, informed of 
these changes—to know why they have been made, and be able to picture the ways in which they will influence the shape of things 
to come. 
 
As I make a bullet form presentation of the key components of the major financial and educational issues at stake at KZV next 
year, it is my earnest hope that you will decide to attend our next “Meet with Administration” night, scheduled to take place on 
Friday, May 15, 2009, at 7:30 pm. That way you will have an added opportunity to learn more about the issues this letter raises and 
to give the representatives of the administration and the school board a chance to hear your questions and consider your ideas and 
suggestions.  
 

1. There will be no increase on the K-8 Grades tuition for the academic year 2009-2010.  
2.  Salaries of all KZV teachers, administrators, and staff have been frozen for next year. 
3. All KZV full time teachers will be assigned a total of thirty (30) working hours per week. In some instances, these 30 

hours will include non-teaching responsibilities such as library duties and school publication tasks.  
4. KZV has consistently strived to offer a well-rounded, as well as balanced, curriculum to its students. This goal 

remains unchanged. However, in order to economize on the total number of teaching hours, and to cerate a more 
efficient student-teacher ratio, we must curtail or streamline potions of our offerings, either by integrating 
components of the curriculum, or, by integrating specific subjects into the workloads of our self-contained classroom 
teachers. Please beware that we have made sure to delegate such changes in ways to cause the least amount of 
inconvenience and/or disturbance to our students and their education.  

5. The core subjects of the English Language Curriculum at KZV are considered to be the English Language Arts, 
Mathematics, Science, and Social Studies. We are making sure that these areas are the least affected by the changes. 
In fact, across the middle school years, with both English and Social Studies, we are adding additional periods to the 
already existing ones. Social Studies gets one added period per week and English receives two, both in the form of a 
combined ELA/SS Class. Two other middle school subjects, math and science, will receive a somewhat different 
treatment. Health will be integrated into science, and the teaching of math will be divided between Ms. Kostanian 
and Mr. Orr.   

6. The subjects that would be affected, on the other hand, are Physical Education (the total number of hours taught in 
the subject will remain the same, but the subject itself will be integrated into the core hours of three of our self-
contained classroom teachers. Kindergarten will have its own combination of P.E. and Outdoors Program), Art  (1st-
3rd graders will have their weekly art period with their own self-contained classroom teachers and 4th-8th graders will 
continue using the art room), Health (1st-5th graders will receive their health education class from their own self-
contained classroom teachers), and Music (the Middle School students will be offered two (2) periods per week of 
instructions in music and choral singing; the elementary students will learn Armenian songs during their Armenian 
classes). With the above, as well as with Armenian, combining small-size classes will be a preferred mode.  

7. Computer classes will be offered unhindered. 
8. KZV Kindergarten will not have a paid aid 
9. KZV will not have a security guard.

Beginning academic year 2009-2010 KZV will add academic performance as a new criterion to its considerations of 
Financial Aid Eligibility  pertaining to students in 4th-8th Grades. To apply for financial aid families would still need to 
demonstrate that they…  

·  Qualify for outside tuition assistance, i.e. The BASIC Fund, Guardsmen, Children’s Council  
·  Complete the required financial aid forms and provide copies of their financial documents 
·  Agree to pay the following portions of their tuition: 

 
1st Child: Family must pay $2000 per year 
2nd Child: Family must pay $3000 per year (an additional $1000 for the second child) 
3rd Child: Family must pay $3500 per year  (an additional $500 for the third child) 
 
First Time Applicants 
 
Pre-Kindergarten-3rd Grades 

No academic considerations. 

 
4th and 5th Grades 
If you are a new family to KZV, your child’s overall academic performance will be reviewed as a part of the process to 
determine his/her financial aid eligibility.   
 
6th – 8th Grades 
A new student must have a minimum GPA of 2.50, or its equivalent (in case of families newly arriving in the United 
States), before being considered for financial aid. Failure to maintain this requirement will result in an immediate 
review, by KZV administration and School Board, of student financial aid eligibility.  
 
Returning Applicants 
 
Pre-Kindergarten-3rd Grades 

No academic considerations. 

4th and 5th Grades 
Student Overall academic performance will be regularly reviewed to determine continuation of financial aid eligibility. 
A range of decisions may result, from partial reduction to complete withdrawal of pre-approved financial aid 
disbursements. 
 
6th – 8th Grades 
In order to ensure the continuation of full financial aid eligibility, qualified students must maintain a minimum GPA of 
2.50. If a student fails to do so, his/her financial aid application will be subject to review by KZV Administration and 
School Board.

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PTA Hot Lunch Program 
Dear Parents, 
Thank you to all those parents and students who have participated in the school’s traditional Hot Lunch 
program for the 2008-2009 school year.  The PTA was pleased to be able continue this valuable tradition at 
KZV.  This was the first year of Hot Lunch under our director, Mrs. Anahit Feroyan and her experienced 
assistant, Mrs. Jhanna Shaknazaryan.  We are most grateful to them as well as their devoted and reliable staff 
of volunteer parents and grandparents without whom the Hot Lunch program certainly would not be 
possible.   
This past year was the first time the Hot Lunch program was expanded to four days per week.  While as 
parents we were grateful for the convenience, this format was not without challenges.  One of those was the 
challenge of setting a menu which appeals to the majority of our students.   Initially, we envisioned a menu 
that included a variety of traditional Armenian dishes, however our efforts early on taught us that most of our 
students respond better to simpler, and more Americanized dishes.  We decided to offer only tried-and-true 
favorites rather than risk having our students go hungry.  So, a rotation of 11 meals was put together and 
implemented.  To add much needed variety, these next two months we will be trying out new meals, will 
evaluate their reception and decide accordingly which to add to next year’s menu. 
Another challenge was to predict the costs associated with an unprecedented four-day Hot Lunch.  During 
the 2008-2009 term, the fee was $500 for Pre-K and $600 for older students.  Unfortunately this is no longer 
financially feasible.  After much evaluation, the PTA has decided not to raise fees, however reduce one day 
of Hot Lunches in order to have the program actually pay for itself without further fundraising.  Thus, Hot 
Lunch 2009-2010 will be three days per week: Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Thursdays only. 
We will continue to offer as much organic content as financially possible:  Salad Lettuce, Pasta, Marinara 
Sauce, Carrots, and Condiments will continue to be organic.  Meats and Poultry will continue to be supplied 
by Golden Gate Meats, which offers only Natural products.  Non-organic items will include: Olive Oil, Rice, 
Onions, Tomato paste, Tomatoes, Cheese, Potatoes, and Bread.  Fruits will be organic depending on price 
and availability.   
In order to have the freshest meats possible, the meat delivery takes place Monday mid-morning, thus this 
year Mondays was always a vegetarian menu. Next year’s actual menu will also include vegetarian meals; 
however it is likely to be less than what was previously offered.   Portions will remain hearty for those who 
want it, bread is offered most days, fresh drinking water will be provided at every meal, and tables will 
continue to be covered with plastic table cloths.  As always, the last Hot Lunch of the month will include a 
special treat for our students.  To facilitate the food distribution, the Pre-K to Second Grade is pre-served 
with their plates already set at their tables, older grades are served cafeteria-style. 
When all is said and done, our Hot Lunch staff and volunteers served about 20,000 Hot Lunch plates this 
year. This is not an easy task, but each single plate was prepared and served with love and out of devotion to 
our cherished students.  A special acknowledgement to those students who show their gratitude by thanking 
these ladies for their efforts – it is truly appreciated. The Hot Lunch staff looks forward to serving our 
students next year.
